Day -1, Session — 1 14-12-2020

Sri Yashodeep Deodhar delivered Keynote address ,in the fascinating session with Y ashodeep
Deodhar, creator of 21Notes Vamiki Ramayan, we come to know about the relevance of
Ramayan in the world of today and whether it is based on fact or fiction. Y ashodeep read out some
excerpts from the first Ramayan, which was published in Europe. The original edition of the
Ramayan was printed and published in Paris from 1843 to 1867. The Ramayana is his story, the
journey of Ram through life, how he deals with the vicissitudes that life throws at him, how he
triesto maintain the ideal, how he remains ethical in the face of adversities and tragedies.

Day -1, Session — 2 14-12-2020

Prof. Umashankar gave a detailed description of various departments of our Institute. Our
Institution was started in the year 2001.

Institute of Technology, Davanagere in 2007 and M.Tech in Digital Electronics from BVB college
of Engineering and Technology in the year 2010 and is perusing his Ph.D at VVCE, Mysore. He
has proposed a book named “Electronics Guru” in Kannada which is been selected for publication
by VTU Prasaranga in 2020. He has been awarded with first place for his presentation on “A new

quality metric for pyramid image fusion” at National conference organized by Manipal centre.

The program aimed at recognizing that the people of our state have diverse culture arts and
Kannada literature. Because there is a need for closer involvement of the students community in
educational programmes for developing a ‘sense of belonging’ and creating necessary enthusiasm

for the preservation, promotion of our heritage.

Speaker has given a bird’s view about the dynasties ruled, Karnataka’s rich cultural heritage,
which has been continuously moving forward with the contribution of various empires. Karnataka
literature, architecture, folklore, music, painting, and other art forms and various ancient buildings
and monuments, stone records like hamidi shasana. He has spoken about literary sources like

Dasa sahithya, vasana sahithya.

We are al responsible for preserving history, but in particular, all engineers have the responsibility
for preserving the engineering masterpieces and our heritage for future generations. It is very
important to preserve all the literature in digital form and make those e-sources available to our

future generation.
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Day -2, Session — 1 15-12-2020

Sri Sheshadri Sharma, Private Yoga During the session Sri Sheshadri Sharma stressed on how
Y oga can work at three levels. One, it can significantly boost immunity. Two, by practicing yoga,
you can avoid depression and three, yoga helps the global community set new goals for itself so
we can come out stronger. Yoga will play a powerful role as this crisis is not limited to
discovering the vaccine for it alone. Healing and alternative therapies will have a huge role to play
in resolving this global pandemic situation. yoga is a combination of various aspects such asanas,
pranayama, meditation, mudras, chanting, etc. He says, "Practices like Surya Namaskar or the Sun
Salutation will give you physical and mental strength, calm your mind, balance your energies, and
bring peace to your consciousness. Pranayama techniques such as Bhastrika Pranayama, Anulom
Vilom Pranayama, Swaas Dhyan or breath meditation should be practiced every day. The current
COVID-19 emergency calls for rapid development of potential prevention and management
strategies against this virus-mediated disease. There is a plethora of evidence that breathing
exercises have beneficia effects on the respiratory system. Pranayama, a yoga-based respiratory
exercise, is asimple and cost-effective intervention that could be easily integrated in daily routine
and has been proven beneficial in subjects across different age groups including the elderly. Yoga
training has been reported to improve strength of lung functions. Repeated practice of Pranayama
has been shown to strengthen cardio respiratory coupling and increases in the parasympathetic
activity in healthy individuals. Sri Sheshadri Sharma also addressed students on how to increase
concentration levels via yogic techniques. It was a very beautiful, interactive, informative and

fruitful session.
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Day -2, Session — 2 15-12-2020

Dr Hemadri Naidu T,Principal, DBIT, delivered atalk on VTU Curriculum during Session 2of
Day 2 under L ectures by Eminent People. During the session Dr Hemadri Naidu T spoke about
the students will have to study three basic science subjects Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics
during their first-year engineering course along with the basics of al branches of engineering as
additional subjects.First year is broadly divided into 2 semesters and are named as Physics group
and Chemistry group. Sir stressed on Attendance requirement that the student has to put in a
minimum attendance of 85% in each Course with a provision of concession upto 10% of the
attendance by the Vice-Chancellor on the specific recommendation of the Principal such as
medical grounds, participation in University level sports, cultural activities, seminars, workshops
etc. He also focused more on Choice Based Credit System (CBCS)Letter Grade is an index of
the performance of students in his BE course. Grades are denoted by letters S, A, B, C, D, E and
Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA) is a measure of academic performance of student’s in a
semester. It isthe ratio of total credit points secured by a student in various courses registered in a
semester and the total course credits 2 taken during that semester. It shall be expressed up to two
decimal places. Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) is a measure of overall cumulative
performance of a student over all semesters. The CGPA isthe ratio of total credit points earned by
astudent in various coursesin al semesters and the sum of the total credits of all coursesin all the
semesters. It is expressed up to two decimal places. He illustrated the computation of CGPA &
SGPA.. Sir advised students to earn more activity points and also he told about the distribution of
Internal marks. At the end he concluded the session by giving information regarding
Externalexamination. Totally the session was very informative for budding engineers to start their

professional course in Don Bosco Institute of Technology.
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Day -2, Session — 3 15-12-2020

Sri.Valabha Chaitanya Dasa is presently working as a youth Guide at The Akshya Patra
Foundation and also as a Digital Marketer in FOLK Bengaluru which is a youth wing of ISKON.
The speaker focused upon how Digital technology is become so pervasive that it can be hard to
turn off the phone or laptop. Few videos depicting the same were played during the session for
better understanding. To understand our obsession with digital devices and overcome their hold
on us is the need of the hour, in order to achieve afocused & peaceful life. The talk delivered by
Sri.vValabha Chaitanya Dasa was completely about getting to know more about digital
distractions, its impact and how to overcome digital distractions. So as to lead a happy peaceful
and healthier life.

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Day -3, Session — 1 16-12-2020

Prof. Sudarshan H S, Research Associate, Center for Ancient History & Culture (CAHC), focussed
on early cultures, Post-classica science, Impact of science in Europe, Modern science, Social
sciences, Emerging disciplines and also academic study. The history of scienceis the study of the
development of science, including both the natural and social sciences (the history of the arts and
humanities is termed history of scholarship).  Traditionally, historians  of science have
defined science sufficiently broadly to include those earlier inquiries. The history of science can often
be characterized as a sequence of revolutions and reactions. The history of Science is not a mere
record of isolated discoveries; it is anarrative of the conflict of two contending powers, the expansive
force of the human intellect on one side and the compression arising from traditionary faith and
human interests on the other.
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Day -3, Session -2 16-12-2020

Prof. Raveendra R Assistant Professor, DBIT, R delivered a talk on Electricity and
Energy Conservation. During session 2 of Day 3.During the session Prof. Raveendra R
focussed on renewable energy sources have received plenty of media attention in recent
years, but theconservation of electricity is also important for sustainability. As clean
technologies replace non-renewable and polluting energy sources, there are benefits for
human health and for the environment. However, the best results are achieved when clean
power is combined with energy conservation, reducing the pressure to invest in new grid
infrastructure. Since energy efficiency frees up existing generation capacity, it delays
expensive upgrades to power networks. The same principle applies for gas distribution
piping when combustion appliances become more efficient. In addition to having
environmental benefits, energy conservation makes sense from the financial standpoint.
Since homes and businesses pay for the energy they use, measures that reduce consumption
have an economic return. An energy audit is the best starting point for property owners:
every building is unique, and the optimal combination of energy efficiency measures
changes depending on site conditions. When energy conservation is implemented at large,
there are benefits for both utility companies and consumers. Power and gas companies can
delay expensive upgrades to their distribution systems, and users are spared from the
corresponding rate increases. Given the benefits of energy conservation, many utility
companies have introduced financial incentives for users who deploy energy efficiency

measures. It was avery interactive and informative session.

Day -3, Session -3 16-12-2020

Dr. Sundar RgjPerumall, M D Ayurveda, M. Sc., Psychology, Director, Arogyadhatri Ayurveda
Research Institute, is a speaker in the session in the AICTE conducted e SIP Sampler online
Induction Programme for first year B. E. students and Faculty of Engineering Colleges. A video
recording of one of the talks by Dr. Sundaragjan Perumal was transmitted to our students online
through Microsoft Teams Platform. He started his talk with discussion that how the Corona virus
is badly affecting the people. Life style disorders are there like if we are not sleeping at time, not
waking up early, having unhealthy food, lack of physical activity, may cause diseasesin people. In
order to overcome diseases, we should maintain healthy lifestyles. We receive education from
primary to more higher education but teachers never teach them to follow healthy Life style. He
emphasized, Health education should be a part of education system.

Sushratha was the first surgeon in India. He said not only organs should function properly, but
also Physical, Mental and social well being

We should aso see to it that our family should be healthy, our society should be healthy and
nature should be healthy. We should apply the basic principles about what to do, how to practice
these principles.

Basic Principles should be applicable.

Health Tips should give you self motivation. One should understand human being is self existence
of self and body. Money gives us physical facility. All physical facilities are selected by the self.
Physical facilities are needed for our body, Food is essential, Air is essential. Are temporary needs
cannot be met by right to understanding, but by Physio -Chemica Changes.

Basic needs for nurturing the body were asked to be answered by the audience. Most answers were
food, water, sunlight, sleep. Without above we can survive for 15 days but without sleep we
cannot survive.

During the session, Smruti P R focused on Communication, Team work, Motivation, Innovation,
Inspiration, Leadership, Vision, Success and Fundamentals of Grammar. In Fundamentals of
Grammar she discussed about parts of speech, Articles, Basics of Phonetics, Sounds
